No wonder the Lord use a very strong vocabulary when He speaks concerning the spirit of
discord...Proverbs 6:19. When we see things through the eyes of the Lord, it will challenge us to change or die. We
have to begin NOW to hate what God hates and love what He loves. Are you ready? Let’s talk about it!

First Things First: | endeavor very diligently not to return to the place called “There”. However, if it is a valid point of
knowledge to be received, | will go “There”. In making this statement, please allow me to take you with me to a place
called “There”. We will not stay, but we must take a drive-through visit. While growing up as a young child | can re-
member often being very angry. | was angry because of the petiteness of my body — | wanted to be tall and have
some big muscles. | was angry because other children teased me about my eye color; | thought only cats had hazel
eyes. | was angry because we were labeled poor; | wanted to have at least three sets of clothing that weren’t handed
down from someone else. | was angry because of the house-shack we lived in; | dreamed of one day to at least sleep
under a roof that did not leak. | was angry because | did not have the five cents needed to ride the school bus; | medi-
tated daily upon one day having a very nice car that | could pick up other little children like myself walking to school.

So in many ways, | felt | had a right to be angry, mad and constantly walking in strife with others. Looking through my
eyes, | felt | had been wronged and it was at a place of non-repair. The only way to get back — even with those that
hurt me - was to make them feel what | felt. This spirit continued to buffet me long into my adulthood. If someone said
or did something that | thought was wrong, | became very angry, argumentive and sometimes ready to fight it out. |
also felt conflict was just a part of life and you were weak if you did not stand up for yourself and your rights.

| am so grateful for the Word of the Lord; for salvation and deliverance from myself that it has wrought. The Word of
God is Truth no matter what the circumstance or situation. The Lord Jesus said “Sanctify them through thy truth: thy
word is truth”...John 17:17. The Word of God will deliver and set the captive free no matter what spirit is binding you -
“We Must Master It”. As you read this article on strife, anger, contention and discord, please allow the Word to do
what it has been commissioned to do in you. | believe it would please the Father for each of us to say “It Is Me”. |
need your help to avoid walking in this abominable spirit of discord.

What Is Discord ?

Discord is a sowing of a spirit of strife. . o rd
Discord is quarreling, conflict and contention.

Discord is a lack of agreement or harmony between persons, things or ideas.
Discord is one not yielding to the Holy Spirit guidance. S [ o o 1
Discord is an open door to the devil.

You can always judge a thing/person by the company it keeps. Well when you check out Proverbs 6:19 and Galatians
5:20-21, you will find the spirit of “Discord-Strife” is among the flesh list — along with murder, lying, envy, drunkenness
and witchcraft. There is an old cliché “Birds Of A Feather Will Flock Together”. If we are often angry, we must ask the
qguestions: Do | need to change who | am allowing to pour into my life? Who am | hanging with? What am | allowing to
enter through my eyes and ears? What am | reading and meditating on? If we have the Word of God going into our
ears and in front of our eyes, the end results will be Word in the midst of our heart.

What Are The Conseqguences Of Walking In A Spirit Of Discord — Strife ?

You will develop a forward and mischievous heart...Proverbs 6:14.
You will not have many relation/friendships...Proverbs 22:24.
You will encounter people desiring to separate themselves from you...Genesis 13:8.
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I have found people aren't as interested in the amount of money you have, the type of car you drive or the place where
you reside. But they are really watching us — the Bible Toting, Tongue Talking, Bench Leaping, back-the-train-up-in-the-
floor Holy Ghost Dancer, hoping to see something different in us than what they have encountered in this world’s sys-
tem. When we master walking in one accord, the Lord promises a commanded blessing for us...Psalms 133:3. The
world will know that we are Christian by our unfeigned love for one another and our unity walk.

Let’s settle one thing: the length of time of our salvation, the role/position we operate in at the place of worship, the bib-
lical training institute we graduated from with honors, does not give us a Card Carrying Exemption from getting upset,
angry and walking in discord with another. | do not care who you are and how spiritually we might think we are — all of
us will be afforded the opportunity to get upset and angry as long as we have breath in our bodies. The true test of our
maturity is what will we do after this spirit has sent us an invitation?

If we really understood and believed the scripture in James 3:16 “For where envying and strife is, there is confusion and
every evil work”, we wouldn’t ever respond to the devil's party RSVP. However, because we have refused to take the
Word of the Lord for face value, we have played with hot coals and wasn’'t completely burned many times before, which
has led to a loose and ‘| know | have time spirit’ to hover in our hearts. We have not judged God’s Word to be true and it
is good for correction. Sadly we have not clearly understood that we are giving the devil license to bring confusion and
every evil work into our lives. It is all about us making others pay for what we perceived as wrong done to us. No won-
der the Lord said in 1 Peter 4:17 “For the time is come that judgment must begin at the house of God: and if it first begin
at us, what shall the end be of them that obey not the gospel of God?”

We have to
make up in our mind and heart today; | will not allow the dictates of others to control me. | will be controlled only by the
Holy Spirit.

In the society we live, it's very obvious we have become a nation of people that don't know how to handle anger and
strife. Violence is on the increase. Crime is on the increase. Profanity is on the increase. Rape, incest and molestation
is at an all time high. A large percentage of all murders actually occur between family members or people that once
shared bonding relationships. | am thankful for the efforts that the government has tried to intervene using their social
venues. However God will not allow anyone or anything to supersede His Word.

God has given us — the body of believers - His Word to instruct us in how to develop self control and not allow a spirit of
strife to overtake us. Please understand anger is not evil in itself. Anger is not a sin....Ephesians 4:26. | explained pre-

viously that God gets angry so obviously it's not a sin. The Bible says that Jesus got angry. Anger is a God-given emo-

tion. The problem arises in what we do when we are angry. We can no longer allow this sin to lay at our door and think

it will remain dormant. If so, be assured just as it overtook Cain it will do the same for us...Genesis 4:1-8.

During the early years of ministry and our marriage, we had so many up close
and personal encounters: power struggles, arguments, disagreements and conflicts. | have been given by some, or quite
possibly earned, the label of being very strong-willed. | know what | want and | know how to trust the Lord through faith
to obtain the desired end. On the other hand my husband’s testimony in the past was that he had never finished any-
thing. If the pressure became to hot for him, he took the easy road to escape. It was during these extremely tough early
years of our marriage that the Lord transformed our mess into a ministry. It is an absolute honor and joy to live in har-
mony in our “One Flesh — Relationship” at home and at church.

We have been afforded the opportunity to travel throughout the nation preaching, teaching and walking out the un-
compromising gospel of Jesus Christ. We are often asked: “How did the Lord bring you from “two” to becoming “one”?
This only happens when our flesh is willing to die, that Christ might live in us. We feel very privileged to tell our story,
time and time again.

Our Father God did not say he dislikes or is displeased with
divorce, but He hates it. Hate is a very strong word to use. Hate is an intense feeling of hostility. Hate is to detest some-
thing or someone. In light of this definition of hate, it is obvious we do not have the same understanding concerning di-
vorce as the Lord has. If we did, we would be seeking every available avenue to prevent wallowing in this vulture’s pit.
Without the same definition, we will arrive at different destinations.

What Are Some Consegquences Of Divorce?

« Divorce will cause lines to be drawn in the sand — sides are chosen.

« Divorce will cause stress on some children even through their adult life.
« Divorce could cause a feeling of separation.

« Divorce could cause a feeling of rejection.

« Divorce could cause self destruction.

Let's be honest and admit it, each of us has at times thought we knew better than the Lord in some area. We thought we
could handle our own business. However, the consequence of this type of thinking has only led to a destructive end. And
right now, marriages inside the church are sinking in quicksand and a willful refusal to make a turn to dry land -
repentance is being ignored. God forbid this ought not to be so! Christian counselors are working overtime to bring the
healing balm of the Word into the lives that have been infected by divorce. Do we have faith in God ‘only’ for prosperity?
Is the Lord hand to short to save and deliver? Make no mistake about it, | understand it is not easy on our flesh to love
another the way Christ love the church and gave Himself for Her. | know it is uncomfortable at times to submit to some-
one that doesn’t have a clue of what they are doing. | recognize it can be difficult to live in harmony with another when
we are so use to having it ‘our way'.

Well, this might come as a surprise to you; we do not serve a High-Priest that hasn't suffered through the flesh. We can
no longer continue to retain our ‘I know it better than God’ and fast food mentality thinking and still walk in the Blessing
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of the Lord. | know we are living in beautiful houses that we did not build; sporting designer suits and shoes with match-
ing accessories; have a selection of cars to choose from at our disposal and some came with their own chauffeur.
Please do not get caught up in this frenzy from the devil. Having an abundance of things does not dictate the Lord is the
giver. | will call to our remembrance... Proverbs 10:22 “The blessing of the LORD, it maketh rich, and HE addeth no sor-
row with it”. Now let’s think about it. Is this spirit of divorce causing sorrow or not?

| have never found any delight in reading the many gory details from your questions submitted to me on the spirit of adul-
tery, incest and the likes. | applaud you for still having sound mind. After reading each one, | held them before the Lord in
prayer for you. | also gave thanks to my God recognizing only that saved by His grace and mercy — there went I. My hus-
band and | had come to a place early in our marriage that we both wanted out. We also knew we needed to honor the
Word of the Lord. If the Lord had joined us together (and we believed He had), we believe He would give us directions.
We had hope in the fact that our marriage was salvable and we were willing to try again and again with the help of the
Lord. We would do well for a few months and the shouting, arguing, stonewalling and disrespect would intensify again.
We learned we had to embrace each baby step we made before we could take any giant leaps. | was so used to having
things my way. | felt my education entitled me to be selfish, demeaning and un-submitted. | thought he should have
been grateful to have me. It had gotten to a place that neither one of us wanted to be in the same house together. We
tolerated each other because of the children. And yes, did | say in the middle of this hell hole, we believe the Lord called
us to be the founders of a church ministry. Wow!!! Did the Lord not see? Was He unaware of what preachers He was
anointing?

When | think about the patience and long suffering of the Lord, | am so thankful He is not like a man. The way we used
to behave...thank you Lord for your mercy and grace. If the Lord had not intervened when He did, we could have been
one of these divorce statistics. For this reason, | feel in this issue of a , itis time that our scars
are open for others to see. Not to glorify the scab, but to proclaim that if he did it for us, He will do it again! He is God and
He can not fail.

Let’s re-affirm the foundation which was set by God for the Marriage Covenant. No other foundation can be built. One
must be willing to submit to these basic biblical truths:

» The Marriage Covenant was instituted by God...Genesis 2:21-24.

» The Marriage Covenant is a blood covenant, witnessed by God and men; and God is the mediator of the
covenant...Malachi 2:14.

» The Marriage Covenant is so intimate that God declares the two as one flesh...Genesis 2:24.

» The Marriage Covenant is holy and the end of it was originally through death do us part...Mark 10:2-12 &
1 Corinthians 7:9.

» The Marriage Covenant foundation has to be built upon trust...I will never leave you nor forsake you...
Hebrews 13:5.

When we receive something new, we seem to enjoy displaying it. Or better yet when the Lord has swept the old house
clean we don’t mind having an open house inspection. But sometimes we fail to testify about how we came out. You
know when we were “still polluted in our own blood, when we were drowning in our own blood, and the Lord said Live”...
Ezekiel 16:6AP. | believe we should often have a testimony time to encourage others that are yet still struggling.

| had come to a place in our marriage that | did not trust the man | had stood before the Lord and said “I Do”. It was not

because he had given me any tangible reason to be suspicious. It was all of the baggage | brought in with me to the ta-

ble. My husband was not sure on a daily basis how | would react and handle things. So, he had to walk as on egg shells
most of the time. On the other hand, | felt | had to take care of myself. | believed | had a married a man that was not ca-
pable of handling the finances, the discipline of the children or the leading of the home as the head. Since | did not view
him as the Lord does, which is the head of the home, my treatment of him exemplified dishonor for him.

This spirit is never satisfied just operating within our homes. If it is not brought in check by the Holy Ghost, it will continue
to rack havoc every place it touches. | know we are a new generation and everyone have roles and positions conferred
on them from man but | also know we serve a God of order. He is not a God of confusion. We are. Until we are willing to
allow the Lord to lead both our home and ministry in His divine order, we are just playing in the enemy’s camp. Remem-
ber, there can never be a Jezebel without first having an Ahab — Man that is not walking in His God ordained role.

When, | looked at theses roles, it came very clear to me that some men - husbands - just want to be the head only in talk
and not in responsibility. In our marriage, when | felt he was not living out this entire list, | felt justified in dishonoring him.
| felt he did not deserve “My Honor”. He should have been glad | was still hanging in there. Actually, when the truth was
told, | really was afraid that if | gave into or submitted to his lead even an inch, my husband would take advantage of me.
| was not about to accept that type of treatment. Often in past relationships, | felt | had been ill treated by men. | brought
this baggage with me when | said “I Do”. | was determined in my own mind that my husband deserved to suffer because
of my previous soul-ties.

"t has been very; very good and | blecs the Lord for the honor and the pridlege”
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Initially, God placed man in a garden to start his life on earth. The garden had everything
in it that the man needed in order to prosper and complete the assignment given to him by
God. The man’s assignment in the garden was two-fold: dress it (cultivate or till it) and
keep it (guard, protect, and watch it). Adam was to work the soil of his garden to complete
his assignment.

Spiritually speaking, God has assigned to us a garden to cultivate and guard. He has
placed everything in it that we need to prosper and complete our assignment. The assign-
ment is our calling and the garden is our domain. Our calling is our spiritual gifting, given
to us by the Holy Spirit when we were born again. This calling also includes our natural
gifting given to us at birth.

In order to achieve the highest level of proficiency in our calling, we must work the soil of
our garden in the same way that Adam was supposed to work his soil in the Garden of
Eden. This brings us to our lesson text.

The text admonished us to be diligent in our business. The Hebrew word for business is
melakah. Melakah means deputyship, i.e. ministry; generally employment, or service. It
comes from the root word, Malak, which means to dispatch as a deputy, a messenger;
specifically, of God. This seems to indicate, that initially, man was given work and not a
job. Man was dispatched as a deputy or representative for God to do a particular work or
assignment. He didn’t work for pay, but worked for God. God equipped him with the gifting
and skills needed to complete his assignment. Man’s responsibility was to cultivate and
guard his area of domain.

It's interesting that work is mentioned in scripture before worship. In fact, the first times
that work is mentioned by God to Moses (Exo. 12:16; 20:9-10); it is mentioned in relation-
ship to worship. Our work will reveal our true worship.

A paraphrase of our text says that when people are diligent in their business; they will
stand before great men. The word diligent in the Hebrew is mahiyr. It means skillful; an
ability that is acquired by training or an ability to produce solutions in some problem do-
main. Our definition gives us several words which will cause us to produce a high level of
fruit from our garden. We must be skillful, by acquiring an ability gained by training. This
will enable us to produce solutions consistently in some area of domain. The word domain
means some area of territory or walk of life where one rules or exercise control. We must
consistently be trained in our calling, so that we can better work our soil.
